The abstract is limited to 100 words, and should describe the essential aspects of the work. The abstract should include the background, frame of reference, purpose or hypothesis, summarized methods, results and conclusion. 

1. INTRODUCTION

The goal of this template is to achieve uniformity in the Master thesis articles at Industrial Production. The typography, layout and style used in these instructions are exactly the same, as you should use when preparing your paper. 
The paper should be between 4 and 6 pages. You can replace our sample text in this document with the text of your own document. However, we recommend that you keep a copy of the original version of this file for reference. 
2. TEXT STYLES

The top of the first page should include name, affiliation, and city of each author.
2.1. Identifying the paper

Title of Paper: The title of your paper should be in 12 pt. Arial Bold. 

Authors Names: Either full first and middle names or initials can be used. Authors’ names should appear in 9 pt. Arial. Use superscripts to refer to their affiliation. 

Affiliation Information: Please include your Institution, department, City, country. All this information should appear in 9 pt. Arial. 

2.2 Organising the paper 

Section Heads: Section heads should appear in 9 pt. capitalised Arial Bold with 6 to 12 points of additional space above. Sections are numbered and sections heads should remain with at least 2 lines of body text immediately following them when they appear at the bottom of a column or page.

Sub-Section Heads: Sub-section heads should appear in 9 pt. Arial Italic and as paragraph lead-ins, with 6 pts of additional space above or before. 
Body Text: The body text should be 9 pt. Calibri, single spaced with an additional 4 to 6 points of space after each paragraph. 

Bulleted and Numbered Lists: All bulleted and numbered lists should not have any additional indent and the text should indent hang. See the samples within this template.

Table and Figure Captions: Figure captions should appear centred under the corresponding figure and set in 9 pt. Arial Bold + Italic. Table captions should appear centred above the corresponding table and be set in 9 pt. Arial Bold + Italic. These items should appear as close to where they are cited.
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Figure 1: Example figure.
Wide Tables and Figures: Wide tables and figures should be placed at the top or bottom of the page within a full page width.
References: Should be numbered sequentially according to appearance in the text and within brackets [2].
Equations: Equations are placed one tabulator from the left margin and numbered consecutively, with equation numbers in parentheses flush right, as in Eq. (1). 
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3. REFERENCES

References should be 9 pt. Calibri, single spaced with an additional 4 to 6 points of space after each reference. The section should be made ragged right.
